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We acknowledge and support the FA’s identification of bullying as a category of
abuse.

Bullying of any kind is unacceptable at our Club.

If bullying occurs, all players, parents or guardians need to let the Club Welfare
Officer or the age group Coach know.

The Club promises to deal with all incidents promptly.

The Club has Codes of Conduct for players, coaches, parents, spectators and
officials, which support the anti-bullying stance taken by the Club.

The Club’s constitution highlights what is expected of all the members and the
anti-bullying policy forms part of this.

Bullying hurts. No one deserves to be a victim of bullying. Everybody has the right
to be treated with respect.

Malmesbury Youth Football Club will not accept bullying and everyone involved
with the Club is aware of this.
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
